Weather Nets

In 2008 there was a reduced 
number of weather net 

(SKYWARN) activations 
on the MRC 6.91 repeater. 
This in turn reduced our 
familiarity, operational 
readiness, and emergency 
communication skills on how 
we report severe weather 
events to the National Weather 
Service. With the exception 
of June (13 tornadoes in 
one day, 5 inch hail near 
Waukesha, and 7 inches of 
rain in Milwaukee) it was 
quiet summer weather-wise.

Because no two years are 
alike anything is possible. 
So make sure to visit the 
MRC website and review 
our weather net operations 
now. Everyone needs to know 
our severe weather reporting 
format, the reportable weather 
criteria, and that all import 
location information. Learn 
our T-L-C-S format. Time of 
your observation. Location; 
the distance and direction from 
your city center. Condition: 
describe what you saw or 
experienced. Source of report; 
your call sign. 

The MRC mission is 
to provide an emergency 
communication channel for 
southeast Wisconsin. When 
twisters, flooding rains, 5 
inch hail, or hurricane force 
winds come our way, we need 
to be prepared. Seconds can 

make a difference. Protecting 
life and property with the 
push of the microphonebutton 
is very easy (provided you 
know what say).
